User: Any single individual or device (including a vehicle) that is able to access the TomTom data is a “User”, even if only for
occasional use and not a concurrent user. Employees who access the data sequentially (i.e., not concurrently) using the same
computer workstation during different time periods or shifts are counted individually as Users; and each computer workstation on
which the TomTom data are accessed by non-concurrent shift workers is considered a User, regardless of the number of shift
workers that may use each computer workstation.

Partn ership Agency: any non-private transportation or planning organization, transit operator, public agency or transportation
research institution that serves one or more of the nine Bay Area counties (Alameda, Contra Costa, Marin, Napa, San Francisco,
San Mateo, Santa Clara, Solano or Sonoma) or a neighboring county. This includes Bay Area transit operators, congestion
management agencies, ABAG, RIDES for Bay Area Commuters, the Bay Area Air Quality Management District, and Bay Area city
and county government agencies.
